Digital Banking Safety -
Scammers are always coming up with new ways to trick people, but no matter the scam, there are

common trends.

Know the signs of a scam

A scammer might call, email, or text you, impersonating someone from a government agency or
financial institution, or another person or company you would be inclined to trust.

Here’s what you need to look out for:

- Requests to send yourself money - Demands for you to act immediately
- Telling you thereis fraud on your - Spelling and grammatical mistakes
accountand the only way to stop it o ' .
is to send yourself money. - Unsolicited texts or emails, especially

those containing links or attachments

When in doubt, it’s better to be safe. Do not respond, click links, or make a payment.
